COMMISSIONERS IN JUNE OF 2006, THE COUNTY MANAGERS OFFICE CONTACTED THE 

NEVADA INSTITUTE FOR CHILDREN'S RESEARCH AND POLICY IN THE SCHOOL OF 

PUBLIC HEALTH AT UNLV TO COLLECT DATA ON CHILD FATALITIES TO MAINTAIN A 

DATABASE ON INFORMATION AND PRODUCE THE 2006 PROPERTY. 

THIS IS THE FIRST YEAR OF DATA COLLECTION FOR THE PURPOSE OF THE CLARK 

COUNTY REPORT. 

YOU HAVE A COPY OF THAT REPORT IN YOUR PAQUETTE. 

THE DATA REPORT IS BASED ON 148 CHILD DEATHS THAT OCCURRED IN 2006. 

THE REPORT IS INTENDED TO PROVIDE A SUMMARY OF STATISTICS ABOUT ALL 

CHILD FACILITIES, AS WELL AS PRESCRIPTIVE STATISTICS REGARDING THE 

SPECIFIC CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING THE CAUSES AND MANNER OF DEATH TO 

ASSIST IN GENERATING DATA-DRIVEN PREVENTIVE INITIATIVES. 

HERE TO EXPAND ON THE DATA AND PRESENT HIGHLIGHTS IS DENISE TENNATTA 

ASHBY EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OF THE INSTITUTE. 

MISS ASHBY OVERSEES ALL PROJECTS AND STAFF AT THE INSTITUTE, WITH THE 

INSTITUTE SINCE 1998, SHE HAS ALSO SERVED AS AN ASSOCIATE DIRECTOR AND 

POLICY ANALYST.

FOR 2006 THE CLARK COUNTY DEATH REVIEW TEAM REVIEWED 148 CASES OF CHILD 

DEATHS. 

THIS IS APPROXIMATELY 70% OF ALL CHILD DEATHS THAT OCCURRED IN CLARK 

COUNTY IN 2006. 

ALL OF THE NONREVIEWED CASES FOR NATURAL DEATHS, ALL OF THE CASES THAT 

WERE REVIEWED INCLUDE ALL OF THE MANDATORY REVIEW CASES UNDER THE NRS 

FOR CHILD DEATH REVIEW TEAMS. 

OUR FINDINGS AND THE REPORT ARE CATEGORIZED BY MANNER OF DEATH AS 

DETERMINED BY THE CLARK COUNTY CORONER'S OFFICE. 

WE HAD 48 NATURALS DEATHS AND WE HAD 53 ACCIDENTAL DEATHS AND NINE 

SUICIDE, 20 HOMICIDE, AND 18 DEATHS THAT WERE DEEMED UNDETERMINED. 

WE ALSO TOOK A LOOK AT THE RACE AND ETHNICITY OF THE CASES THAT WE 

REVIEWED. 

60% OF THOSE CASES WERE WHITE CHILDREN. 

A LITTLE OVER 25% WERE BLACK. 

2.7 WERE PACIFIC ISLANDER. 

3.7% ASIAN. 

7% AMERICAN-INDIAN AND 7.4% WENT TO THE OTHER CATEGORY. 

UNDER ETHNICITY, ABOUT 34.5% OF THE CASES WERE HISPANIC CHILDREN. 

LOOKING AT THE REPORT, WE ALSO LOOKED AT CHILD WELFARE HISTORY FOR THE 

KIDS. 

WE WANTED TO ARE NOT MUTUALLY EXCLUSIVE CATEGORIES. 

IT COULD BE THE SAME CASE IN EACH ONE. 

WHAT WE FOUND IS THAT THERE WERE 17 CASES THAT WERE REVIEWED WHERE 

THERE WAS AN OPEN CHILD PROTECTIVE SERVICES CASE AT THE TIME OF THE 

CHILD'S DEATH. 



ONE OF THOSE CASES, INVOLVED CONTRIBUTED OR RESULTED IN THE DEATHS, TWO 

OF THOSE INVOLVED NEGLECT. 

 

>> THERE WERE CASES WHERE THEY HAD SOME INVOLVEMENT WITH THE CHILD 

PROTECTIVE SERVICES SYSTEM AND ONE INVOLVED PHYSICAL ABUSE. 

TWO OF THOSE INVOLVED NEGLECT. 

10 CASES INVOLVED CHILDREN AT SOME TIME HAD BEEN IN THE FOSTER CARE 

SYSTEM AND ONCE AGAIN ONE CASE INVOLVED PHYSICAL ABUSE AND TWO INVOLVE 

NEGLECT. 

WE'LL MOVE ON TO THE CATEGORY. 

THE FIRST CATEGORY IS NATURAL DEATHS WE HAD 48 OF THE CASES INVOLVE 

NATURAL DEATHS. 

62.5% OF THOSE INVOLVE CHILDREN WHO WERE UNDER THE AGE OF ONE. 

67.9% WERE WHITE CHILDREN. 

18.9% WERE BLACK AND A LITTLE OVER 27% WERE HISPANIC. 

AND THE TOP CAUSES OF NATURAL DEATHS INCLUDED PNEUMONIA. 

PREMATURE SIDS, WHICH IS SUDDEN INFANT DEATH SYNDROME. 

CARDIOVASCULAR CONDITIONS, ANOMALIES AND INFECTIONS. 

 

>> ACCIDENTAL DEATHS WE HAD 53 ACCIDENTAL DEATHS WHICH WERE REVIEWED IT 

IS THE LARGEST CATEGORY FOR THE DEATHS IN 2006. 

OVER 32% WERE AGE 15 AND 24.5% WERE UNDERAGE ONE. 

AND 22.6% WERE AGE ONE TO FOUR. 

67.9% WERE WHITE CHILDREN. 

18.9% WERE BLACK. 

AND 40% OF THOSE WERE HISPANIC. 

THE TOP CAUSES OF ACCIDENTAL DEATHS INCLUDED MAKE ACCIDENTS, WHICH IS 

THE TOP CATEGORY AT 46%. 

WE ALSO HAD DROWNINGS AT 18%. 

SUFFOCATION OR STRANGULATION AT 18%. 

FALLS OR CRUSHES AT 8% AND POISONING AT 6%. 

THE NEXT CATEGORY IS SUICIDE, WE HAD NINE SUICIDE THAT WERE REVIEWED IN 

2006. 

88.9% WERE WHITE, HOWEVER, WE DID NOTICE THE DISPARITY FOR HISPANIC 

CHILDREN 44.4% WERE HISPANIC OR LATINO. 

AND 55.6% WERE MALE, AND 44.4% WERE FEMALE. 

THE PRIMARY WERE GUNSHOT AND THEN SOME OTHER FORMS, WHICH INCLUDE 

MEDICATIONS, AND OTHER FORMS OF SUICIDE. 

FOR HOMICIDE, WE HAD 20 CASES THAT WERE REVIEWED BY THE TEAM. 

80% OF THOSE CASES WERE MALE CHILDREN. 

60% WERE WHITE, 25% WERE BLACK. 

AND ALSO 40% WERE HISPANIC AND I DO WANT TO REITERATE THAT THE RACE AND 

ETHNICITY ARE RECORDED SEPARATELY. 

THE WAY THAT ETHNICITY IS RECORDED IS HISPANIC OR NON-HISPANIC AND THAT 

COULD BE -- A CHILD WHO WAS WHITE OR BLACK OR ONE OF THE OTHER RACIAL 

CATEGORIES AS WELL. 

THERE ARE TWO CATEGORIES OF HOMICIDE THAT WE PUT THEM INTO. 

THE FIRST WAS FIREARM AND 55% WERE FIREARM RELATED AND NONFIREARM 

HOMICIDE 45 PERCENT%. 

WERE NONFIREARM. 

THE UNDETERMINED CASES WE HAD 18% -- 18 CASES. 

IT IS A DETERMINATION WITH THERE WEREN'T FACTS TO MAKE A CONCLUSIVE 

DETERMINATION TO CONCLUDE THE MAPPER OF DEATH 61.1% WERE MALE. 

33% WERE FEMALE. 

94% INVOLVED UNDETERMINED 83.3% WERE UNDERAGE ONE. 

44.4% WERE WHITE, 33.3% WERE BLACK. 

5.6% WERE AMERICAN-INDIAN AND WE FOUND 27.8% WERE HISPANIC. 



WE ALSO FOUND THAT 86.7% OF ALL OF THE UNDETERMINED CASES OF CHILDREN 

UNDER THE AGE OF ONE OCCURRED WHILE THE CHILD WAS IN A SLEEPING 

ENVIRONMENT. 

WE PUT TOGETHER SOME RECOMMENDATIONS BASED ON DATA. 

WE NEED ADDITIONAL RESEARCH AND ADDITIONAL DATA COLLECTION AND WE ALSO 

FOUND THAT WE NEEDED MORE COMMUNITY OUT REACH AND EDUCATION, REGARDING 

VARIOUS TOPICS. 

AND WE FELT THERE WERE A LARGE NUMBER OF INFANT DEATHS THAT WAS THE 

LARGEST CATEGORY OF THE ALL OF THE CASES WE REVIEWED ONE OF THE THINGS 

WE WANT TO LOOK AT IS DIFFERENT RISK FACTORS AND WE FOUND CERTAINLY 

RACIAL DISPARITIES. 

AND A LARGE NUMBER OF BLACK MALE CHILDREN DYING FROM SIDS. 

SO WHAT WE WANT TO SEE IF THIS TREND CONTINUES IN FUTURE YEARS, WE ALSO 

REALIZE THAT WE NEEDED TO DO ADDITIONAL DATA COLLECTION ON CHILD 

WELFARE INVOLVEMENT AND IMPORTANT INFORMATION ON THAT. 

AND WE FOUND PARTICULARLY WITH THE HOMICIDE THAT WE NEEDED TO GET MORE 

INFORMATION REGARDING GANG INVOLVEMENT FOR THESE KIDS. 

FOR COMMUNITY OUT REACH AND EDUCATION WE NEED MORE EDUCATION AND

>> RORY: GOOD MORNING. 

 

>> GOOD MORNING. 

 

>> WE WERE HERE EARLIER THIS YEAR, ABOUT TWO MONTHS AGO AND TOLD YOU WE 

WOULD BE COMING BACK BEFORE YOU TO INTRODUCE YOU TO THE PLAN THAT THE 

REGION HAS PUT TOGETHER TO END HOMELESSNESS. 

SO, I HAVE A SHORT REPORT THAT ALSO TALK YOU THROUGH SOME OF THE 

RESEARCH THAT WE DID EARLIER THIS YEAR TO REALLY DETERMINE WHAT THE 

SPOKE OF HOMELESSNESS IS HERE IN SOUTHERN NEVADA SO WE COULD PLAN FOR 

THAT. 

SO, I WILL GIVE YOU A SUMMARY OF THE INFORMATION THAT WE RECEIVED WE 

TALK ABOUT HOMELESSNESS, SPECIFICALLY THERE'S A DEFINITION THAT WE USE. 

IT IS VERY LITERAL IT IS A DAY-TO-DAY. 

INCLUDING THOSE FOLKS WHO ARE IN CONTRARY HOUSING AND INCLUDES THOSE IN 

OUR COMMUNITY SLEEPING IN PLACES NOT MEANT FOR HUMAN HABITATION AND 

DEVELOPED BY HUD TO USE THIS DATA TO COMPARE AGAINST OTHER COMMUNITIES. 

THERE'S THREE CATEGORIES OF HOMELESS INDIVIDUALS. 



THOSE WE CONSIDER TRANSITIONALLY HOMELESS THOSE FOLKS WITHIN EPISODE OF 

HOMELESSNESS, USUALLY FOR A SHORT DURATION OF TIME. 

THEY USE THE RESOURCES WE HAVE AVAILABLE FOR A VERY BRIEF IN OUR 

COMMUNITY, ABOUT 75% ALL OF OUR HOMELESS FALL INTO THE CATEGORY OF 

BEING TRANSITIONALLY HOMELESS OR EMPATHETICALLY, USUALLY YOUNG 

INDIVIDUALS. 

THOSE MOST FREQUENTLY ADDICTED TO SUBSTANCE ABUSES OR HERE USING OUR 

FACILITIES SEASONALLY. 

WE FIND ONLY 4% OF OUR POPULATION IN SOUTHERN NEVADA FALL INTO THIS 

CATEGORY. 

THE NECESSARY CATEGORY ARE THOSE WE CONSIDER TO BE CHRONICALLY 

HOMELESS. 

THOSE INDIVIDUALS HOMELESS LONGER THAN A YEAR. 

OUR HOMELESS FOUR DIFFERENT TIMES AND ALSO HAVE A DISABILITY. 

THESE ARE THE FOLKS I THINK MOST PEOPLE CONTINUALLY THINK OF IS WHAT 

OUR HOMELESS POPULATION LOOKS LIKE. 

WHAT WE DO KNOW ABOUT THIS POPULATION BASED ON RESEARCH. 

THIS 21% OF THE POPULATION USES APPROXIMATELY 75% OF ALL OF THE 

RESOURCES WE HAVE DEDICATED BECAUSE THEY'RE ON THE STREETS USING 

SHELTERS AND DETOX FREQUENTLY CITY JAILS FREQUENTLY. 

EMERGENCY SERVICES EMERGENCY ROOMS, IT GOES ON AND ON. 

WHAT WE KNOW ANY GIVEN DAY HERE IN SOUTHERN NEVADA, WE HAVE 11417 

INDIVIDUALS THAT ARE HOMELESS. 

WE KNOW THIS, BECAUSE ON ONE DAY OF THIS YEAR, WE ACTUALLY WENT IN AND 

COUNTED EVERYONE WE HAD IN THE SHELTER. 

 

>> RORY: CAN I ASK YOU A QUESTION? 

I'M SORRY OF THE 11417, DO WE KNOW HOW MANY ARE CHRONICALLY HOMELESS? 

 

>> 21%. 

 

>> 21% OF THAT POPULATION. 

AND THE WAY THAT WE KNOW THIS, WE ACTUALLY WENT AND COUNTED EVERYONE IN 

SHELTERS ON A GIVEN DAY. 

YOU SAW OUT COUNTING IN THE STREETS WE COUNTED EVERYONE ON THE STREETS 

ON THAT DAY AND DID A PHONE SURVEY OF A THOUSAND RANDOM HOUSEHOLDS DO 

YOU HAVE ANYONE LIVING ON THE PROPERTY IN A GARAGE OR SHED. 

THAT WAS HOMELESS ON YOUR PROPERTY AND GOT A DETERMINATION FROM THE 

HIDDEN HOMELESS BY USING THAT METHODOLOGY. 

WE KNOW THE THIRD OF THE OUR POPULATION ARE IN SHELTERS, AND A THIRD 

ARE LIVING ON THE STREETS, AND ANOTHER THIRD ARE WHAT WE CALL OUR 

HIDDEN HOMELESS. 

47% ARE CAUCASIAN. 

33 AFRICAN-AMERICAN, 10% LATINO AND AS YOU SEE DISPROPORTIONATE NUMBER 

OF OUR HOMELESS ARE AFRICAN-AMERICAN. 

72% MALE, 28% FEMALE. 

25% VETERANS. 

THIS IS GROWING. 

ONLY A FEW YEARS AGO, WE WERE 19% THAT WERE VETERANS. 

73% OF OUR POPULATION HAVE BEEN HOMELESS FOR LESS THAN A YEAR. 

THIS IS EXTREMELY SIGNIFICANT WHEN YOU THINK ABOUT HOW YOU WANT TO 

DEDICATE RESOURCES. 

50% INDICATED THEY HAD DISABLING CONDITIONS. 

25% EXPERIENCE PHYSICAL DISABILITY, COMPARED TO OTHER COMMUNITIES. 

THIS ALSO IS DISPROPORTIONATELY HIGH. 

25% WOULD HAVE A PHYSICAL DISABILITY. 



YOU CAN SEE HOW HARD IT WOULD TO BE WORK IN THIS COMMUNITY, IF YOU 

WEREN'T ABLE-BODIED. 

75% HAVE A G.E.D. HIGH SCHOOL EDUCATION OR HIGHER IT IS SIGNIFICANT IT 

IS NOT FOLKS NOT EDUCATED BUT STILL FIND THEMSELVES UNEMPLOYED. 

65% OF RESPONDENTS INDICATED THEY LIVED IN SOUTHERN NEVADA WHEN THEY 

BECAME HOMELESS. 

THEY WERE HERE, THEY WERE HOUSED. 

SOMETHING HAPPENED AND THEY WEREN'T. 

I THINK THIS DISPELS SOME OF THE MYTHS PEOPLE ACROSS THE COUNTRY ARE 

SENDING THEIR HOMELESS WHEN 65% ARE PEOPLE, AND ANOTHER 10% BECAME 

HOMELESS SOMEWHERE ELSE IN NEVADA AND THEN CAME HERE TO SOUTHERN 

NEVADA. 

WHEN YOU TAKE THIS AND YOU -- AND YOU PULL IT OUT AND DETERMINE HOW 

MANY FOLKS WE HAVE IN THE VALLEY EVERY YEAR, OVER 50,000 PEOPLE ARE 

HOMELESS EVERY YEAR HERE. 

THE REASON THAT'S SO HIGH IS BECAUSE 73% OF THE POPULATION IS 

TRANSITIONALLY HOMELESS WHERE SIGNIFICANT HAPPENED TO THEM. 

WHEN WE TALK ABOUT WE. 

I'M TALKING ABOUT ALL OF SOUTHERN NEVADA EVERY JURISDICTION IS INVOLVED 

EFFORT. 

AS WELL AS THE NONPROFITS AND WORK TO CRAFT THE PLAN YOU HAVE IN FRONT 

OF YOU. 

HELP HOPE HOME SOUTHERN NEVADA PLAN TO END HOMELESSNESS. 

FIRMLY IT IS BASED ON THE BELIEF WE CAN END HOMELESSNESS HERE IN 

SOUTHERN NEVADA FOR YEARS THE TREND IS TO MANAGE HOMELESSNESS. 

IT IS PROVEN TO BE NOT COST EFFECTIVE. 

WHEN YOU FOCUS ON ENDING HOMELESSNESS, RATHER THAN MANAGING IT, YOU 

WILL HAVE MOVEMENT IN THIS AREA. 

OUR PLAN IS REALLY ONE GOAL, NOT A NUMBER OF GOALS. 

THE PLAN IS TO END HOMELESSNESS. 

TO DO THAT, WE NEED TO FOCUS ON THREE SPECIFIC AREAS. 

WE HAVE TO FOCUS ON PLANNING FOR OUT COMES AND EVALUATING THEM. 

THAT IS WHY WE DID A CENSUS, SO IN TWO YEARS WE CAN GO BACK AND SEE THE 

MOVEMENT WE HAVE MADE. 

WE NEED TO OFFER PEOPLE HOPE. 

AT ALL COSTS NEED TO TRY TO PREVENT HOMELESSNESS IF WE PREVENTED 

HOMELESSNESS OF THE 73% TRANSITIONALLY HOMELESS WE WOULD HAVE 73% 

PEOPLE OUT ON THE STREETS AND FOCUS ON HOUSING THERE'S NO WAY TO 

ADDRESS HOMELESSNESS, WITHOUT FOCUS ON HOUSING. 

WHEN YOU'RE TALKING THROUGH PREVENTION OBJECTIVES WE'RE TALKING THROUGH 

THINGS LIKE, INCREASING EDUCATION AND TRAINING. 

INCREASING SERVICES AVAILABLE. 

INCREASING ONE-TIME ASSISTANCE THAT, HELPS PEOPLE STAY IN THEIR HOMES 

IF WE CAN KEEP FAMILIES IN OUR HOME WE HAVE LESS IMPACT TO THE SOCIAL 

SERVICE SYSTEM AND THE CHILD WELFARE SYSTEM AND FOCUS ON HOUSING BY 

USING THE CONCEPT CALLED HOUSING FIRST. 

ANY HOMELESS INDIVIDUAL OR FAMILY THAT COMES INTO OUR SYSTEM, FROM THE 

FIRST TIME WE SEE THEM, WE'RE THINKING ABOUT WHERE THEY'RE GOING TO 

ULTIMATELY LIVE. 

NOT THE NEXT STEP. 

NOT TWO STEPS AFTER, BUT WHERE ULTIMATELY WILL THEY LIVE, AFTER THEY 

RECEIVE THE HELP THEY NEED TO QUICKLY TALK YOU THROUGH THIS FOR THE 

LAST 20 YEARS THE WAY THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT HAS FUNDED THE SYSTEM HAS 

SHOWN US WE NEED TO USE THE SHELTER MODEL, THE CURRENT SHELTER MODEL 

WHEN SOMEONE BECOMES HOMELESS THE FIRST STEP IS THEY WOULD ENTER INTO 

SOME TYPE OF EMERGENCY SHELLER THEY CAN STAY UP TO 30 DAYS. 



IF THEY FOLLOW THE RULES AND WORK THEIR PLAN, WE'LL MOVE THEM INTO AN 

LONGER TERM SHELLER THAT THEY CAN STAY UP TO 180 DAYS. 

IF THEY DO GOOD WORK, AND FOLLOW THEIR PLANS, WE CAN MOVE THEM INTO 

TRANSITIONAL HOUSING WHERE THEY CAN STAY IN UP TO TWO YEARS AND THEN WE 

WOULD HELP THEM ACHIEVE PERM NAN HOUSING. 

WHAT WE'RE PROPOSING IN SOUTHERN NEVADA IS LOOK AT IT DIFFERENTLY WHEN 

THE HOUSEHOLD BECOMES IN CRISIS, AND THEY'RE AT THE PLACE WHERE THEY 

MAY USE THE HOME WE OFFER EVERY PREVENTION TO KEEP THAT FAMILY AND THAT 

INDIVIDUAL HOUSED IN THEIR HOME. 

IT BECOMES THE CASE THAT SOMEONE DOES BECOME HOMELESS THAT, WE PROVIDE 

STEPS TO MAKE THEM ABLE TO WORK THEIR WAY INTO PERMANENT HOUSING RIGHT 

AWAY THAT. 

WE EMPLOY AN APPROACH THAT SAYS, IF YOU GOT UNHOUSED YESTERDAY, IT 

DOESN'T MAKE SENSE YOU WOULD GO THROUGH THE CONTINUUM OF SERVICES WE'LL 

MOVE YOU IN AND WORK TO MAINTAIN THAT HOME WE MOVE FOLKS INTO. 

THAT'S WHERE WE'RE GOING. 

THAT'S WHAT THE PLAN IS BEFORE YOU. 

WHAT WE'RE HOPING YOU WILL ACCEPT THIS PLAN TODAY AS A GUIDELINE FOR 

HOW WE WORK AT THE COUNTY TO DEVISE PROGRAMMING AND PRIORITIZE FUNDING 

AND WE WILL ORGANIZE WITH THE REST OF SOUTHERN NEVADA TO DEVELOP AN 

IMPLEMENTATION TO CHART OUR WAY TOWARDS ENDING HOMELESSNESS IN THE NEXT 

10 YEARS. 

ONE OF THE CORNER STONES, WE ARE ABLE TO USE VALUATION AND REALLY PLAN 

FOR OUT COMES BY REPORTING BACK IN A QUANTITATIVE WAY, THE NUMBER OF 

PEOPLE WE PREVENTED FROM BECOMING HOMELESS AND THE NUMBER OF FOLKS 

HOUSED. 

AND IN ORDER TO DO THIS W KNOW IT IS NOT SOMETHING THE GOVERNMENT CAN 

DO BY THEMSELVES. 

I THINK NOW WE HAVE ADEQUATE INFORMATION TO SHARE WITH THE COMMUNITY ON 

WHAT IT IS TO BE HOMELESS AND WHAT IT IS TO END IT. 

AND WILL BE FUNDING -- NOT FUNDING IT, BECAUSE WE ARE GETTING IT DONE 

WITH DONATED SERVICES BUT MAKE THE COMMUNITY AWARE THROUGH A CAMPAIGN 

ABOUT WHAT HOMELESSNESS IS AND THEIR OPPORTUNITIES FORGIVING IN ORDER 

TO DO THAT WE HAVE ESTABLISHED A TRUST FUND HERE IN SOUTHERN NEVADA AND 

WE HAVE ESTABLISHED A MARKETING CAMPAIGN TO ALLOW EVERYONE TO LEARN HOW 

THEY CAN CONTRIBUTE. 

NOT JUST THROUGH MONEY AND MONETARY DOLLARS, BUT ALSO THROUGH VOMIT 

TEAR EFFORTS AS WELL. 

-- VOLUNTEER EFFORTS AS WELL. 

 

>> WE DO HAVE A PIECE OF OUR MARKETING CAMPAIGN. 

WE HAVE A STAND UP HELD IN SOUTHERN NEVADA THAT IS CALLED PROJECT 

HOMELESS CONNECT, HELD ON NOVEMBER 6. 

JUST AS ANOTHER WAY FOR PEOPLE TO GET INVOLVED WE HAVE A P.S.A. 

WE WILL SHOW IN ORDER TO INVOLVE EVERYONE FROM THAT. 

 

>> YOU CAN HELP CHANGE A LIFE. 

ALL YOU HAVE TO DO IS VOLUNTEER FOR ONE DAY. 

THE 2007 PROJECT HOMELESS CONNECT IS SET FOR NOVEMBER 6.

>> ON ANY GIVEN DAY WE FIGURE WE HAVE 331 HOMELESS UNACCOMPANIED TEAMS, 

WHICH AMOUNTS TO 3,000 CASE AS YEAR. 

I THINK THAT SYSTEM THAT YOUTH PROVIDER SYSTEM HAS DONE A LOT IN THE 

PAST YEAR TO ACTUALLY CREATE A SYSTEM THAT WORKS WITH EMERGENCY 

SERVICES AS WELL AS OUTREACH, AS WELL AS HOUSING OPPORTUNITIES OF THE 

CENTER FOR INDEPENDENT LIVING AND NEVADA PARTNERSHIP FOR HOMELESS 

YOUTH. 

EVERY SYSTEM COULD USE MORE RESOURCES BUT THEY HAVE DONE A REALLY GOOD 

JOB OF WORKING TOGETHER TO STRETCH THOSE RESOURCES PRETTY FAR.

MY MAIN CONCERNS ARE WHEN I WORKED FOR CHEVRON, THEY SAID IF YOU DON'T 

HAVE THE SOLUTION DON'T TELL ME ABOUT THE PROBLEM. 



MY MAIN CONCERNS ARE AT THE ROOT OF SOMETHING LIKE 85% OF THE EVICTIONS 

ARE WHAT ARE CALLED SUMMARY EVICTIONS, WHICH ARE AMAZINGLY BIASED 

TOWARDS THE TENANT. 

I'VE HAD FOUR ALLEGED EVICTIONS, AND NONE WAS CARRIED OUT ACCORDING TO

WHICH IS TO SAY, VIRTUALLY ANYBODY WHO TALKS TO THAT HOMELESS, THEY

WHAT I WOULD SUGGEST WE GET A PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN CLARK COUNTY TV, CITY 

OF LAS VEGAS TV, CO-PRODUCE SPOTS ON EACH OF THESE ISSUES. 

IT'S NOT A SATURATION BUT IT'S A STEP IN THE RIGHT DIRECTION. 

A NUMBER OF YEARS AGO, THE AMERICAN FILM INSTITUTE ON THE EVENT OF THE 

CENTENNIAL DID A VERY COMPREHENSIVE SURVEY TO FIND THE NUMBER ONE HERO 

IN AMERICAN FILM. 

AND THE NUMBER ONE HERO DEVASTATINGLY ENOUGH WAS A LAWYER. 

A COUNTRY LAWYER IN GEORGIA AND HIS NAME WAS ATTICUS FINCH FROM "TO 

KILL A MOCKINGBIRD." I'M SAYING GOOD THINGS ABOUT LAWYERS BECAUSE WE 

HAVE THE REGIONAL JUSTICE CENTER, WE HAVE 24 HOURS A DAY. 

ACCORDING TO MY CALCULATIONS, IT'S ABOUT 33% UTILIZED. 

I SEE NOTHING BUT THE NECESSITY OF NIGHT COURT AS OPPOSED TO THROWING 

UP NEW BUILDINGS. 

I DON'T KNOW WHAT'S BEING DONE WITH THE PROPERTY FOR CLARK COUNTY 

COURTHOUSE OR THE BUILDING. 

PERHAPS WE COULD USE THE BRIDGER BUILDING PROPERTY FOR FAMILY COURT. 

BUT JUST THE SAME AGAIN, I'M ENTIRELY AGAINST THE IDEA OF ALL OF A 

SUDDEN WE HAVE TO BUILD A HUGE NEW COURTHOUSE.
